Aerial photograph, no. 7 in a sequence, taken by plane flying across lower Manhattan northwest along west side of lower Manhattan 
a few days after the September 11 terrorist attack upon the World Trade Center, on September 15, 2001. On this date, parts of the 
site were still on fire.;The small park at center left is Washington Market Park. Chambers Street, the southern boundary of TriBeCa, 
runs across lower Manhattan just below the park.
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
