The spring emerges to the surface in an excavated area sheltered by a tent, and may be 
capped by a fountain. Numerous people are visible in the background. The date is unrecorded, but is likely August 1918. This image 
was created to record the Saratoga-related activities of the New York State Conservation Commission.
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
